* Seed/Fruits: Seed twists as fruit matures,
reproduces by seed, doesn't shatter, 7 seeds
per spike.
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*Toxicity: Barbed awns can cause injury to
ograzing animals.

¢ Control: Mowing, early grazing and cultiva-
tion.
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
